In “\Simulate\InstallDos’, launch the script' Install.bat' to create the shortcuts ‘Napa

Click to the icon ‘Napa Vineyard’ or ‘Napa Vineyard — Mini’ on the desktop.

It is then preferable, although not mandatory, to change the appearance by choosing
'medium icons’ or ‘large icons'.

Click on 'Editor Crimson for Napa'.
Open file "Simulate\InstallDos\TEST\test.nap'. Press 'Alt R' to start a simulation.

The simulator NAPA should run.
You will receive then some instructions to get a first plot.
